SBT UpDate Tech Tip 
Browsers are effective tools that will help 
you sort through information quickly.    
Browsers are one of the most underused and most powerful 
Pro Series features.  Some people might feel intimated 
about using browsers, but they’re very simple to use. The 
first part of setting up a browser is the hardest.  You need 
to understand what it is that you’re browsing.  While it’s 
easy to say DBFs, it’s another thing to understand how to 
use the fields and what it is that they contain.   
 
Here’s an example of a simple browser that you can build 
with the SYCDATA file.  Within this file there’s a 
CLSSTAT field. The CLSSTAT field serves a useful 
purpose:  when you close a module for a given company, 
Pro Series automatically adds a C to the field. Once you’ve 
closed all modules for that company, all of the Cs go blank 
and are ready for the next period.   
 
You can use this field to your advantage. Let’s say you’ve 
just done your monthly closing, you’re back in AR, and 
someone asks if you closed IC together with AR.  You’re 
pretty sure you did, but you’re not positive.  With browsers 
you can tell very easily what has or hasn’t been closed in a 
company.  Here’s how: 
 
Go to <System Manager> <Maintain> <Users> and pull up 
the user in question.  Click the  <Browser> button. A 
screen will pop up asking what you want to browse. Type 
in (or pick) SYCDATA and hit <Enter>.  Then type in a 
Browse ID name (CLOS_CHECK, for example) and hit 
<Enter>.   
 
Choose <Add a New Browser> and in the Description field 
you can type in the description that works best for you. 
Next, choose an index tag that orders the data as you want 
it (or you can use the default, which works well here).  Use 
the mouse, click on the <Browse Fields> list box, and type: 
COMPID,APPLID,Closed=(IIF(CLSSTAT="C","
Y","N")) 
 
Note:  If you don’t know the names of the fields, you can 
click on the <Fields> button on the top of your screen, 
which will bring up a screen allowing you to pick fields 
from a list.  Once you save the fields you can add other 
characters to the name (for example, you can change the 
name COMPID to “COMPANY”). 
 
Back in the BROWSE field you can also add expressions 
to the Browse List, changing what you’ll see in the 
browser.   For example, you can change CLSSTAT to 
“Closed.”  You can also change the way the data appears 
within the column “Closed.”  Instead of 
Closed=IIF(CLSSTAT)  you can input 
IIF(CLSSTAT=”C”,”Y”,”N”).  Then select <Save>.  
And then, when you go into <View> and <Sample Browse 
View>, the letters stored in the table SYCDATA appear as  
“Y” and “N,” making it easier for you to determine which 
of the modules you have closed for a particular company. 

Click on <Save> and <Exit>.  Go into any module and 
these browsers are accessible at any time by pressing F3 
and choosing the Browse from the list.
